At the 13th year of Breakfast Club
in August 2018, we were very
fortunate to have Jeremy Rich as the
guest speaker.

Jeremy is clearly a
very talented young man and is fondly
remembered by all of his teachers.

Jeremy went on to study at UWA where he completed his
Bachelor of Arts majoring in English and Bachelors in Law,
First Class Honours. He obtained his Graduate Diploma

in Legal Practice from the Australian National University.
